Things to know about owning a pet in Altoona 

 

� Your dog does need a license. 

� You are limited to 2 dogs and 3 cats at any household or place of business. 

� Dog licenses are required to be obtained within 30 days of acquiring a dog that is five 

months in age or older. 

� A current rabies certificate is required in order to obtain a license. 

� If you are walking your dog or cat on a public sidewalk or street, it must be on a leash no 

longer than six feet in length.   

� No person shall permit any dog, cat or domesticated animal to run at large within the city. 

� You must care for your dogs and/or cats in a humane and sanitary manner. 

� No dogs or cats are allowed in the following city parks: 10th Street Park, Devney Park, 

Cinder City Park, and Highland Park
